Forest Killarney Football Club (FKFC) is the lastjieommu-
nity sports club in the area with 1000 playing menstfrom
over 450 families. 90% of these members live inltial com-
munity and they represent a broad multiculturalugrof all
ages from 4 to over 60 years old. Children up éoabe of 16
account for over half the players and female playeake up
over a quarter of the total number (and are the$agrowing
demographic within the membership).

The current infrastructure and facilities are akimaum capac-
ity and the club has had to cap membership fota$ie3 years.
Given the forecasted national increase in partinipasport
(estimated to be at least 10% growth by 2016)gtigtion does
not best serve the local community.

FKFC is seeking funding for a program of developtreamd
improvement works and are seeking assistance fhemecently
announced NSW Government's “Community Building Rart
ship”. This is an allocation of $36 million dollais support
community development projects across the state.

The club has already raised a significant sum afegdrom its
members and from local sponsorship. They are ncavdasition
to progress these initiatives and are seekingghminder of the
funds to realise their objectives.

This funding will be used to upgrade, modernisg enmhance
the facilities at Melwood Playing Fields and wiitiude: -

Provision of sports field floodlighting
Enhancement of the amenities block
Provision of spectator seating

These initiatives will deliver a considerable mafftboenefits
which include: -

Mitigate against possible pedestrian and vehicle
incidents
Improved child security
Greater security against vandalism
Improved safety
Reduced risk of injury on overworn and uneven
playing surfaces

Support for growth
More training space available
Improvements to Killarney Oval as well

Ability to hold evening fixtures
Environmental benefits
Contemporary technology is more energy efficient
Water capture, management and usage reduction
Modern lighting systems have much less light spill
onto neighbouring property
